Pray for Rain

“Ask the LORD for rain in the time of the latter rain. The
LORD will make flashing clouds; He will give them
showers of rain, grass in the field for everyone.”
(Zech.10:1 NKJV)

As the National Prayer Team was waiting upon the Lord in
prayer recently, we believe He gave us 4 different “words”
(brief messages) for the FMCIC. One of them was, “l will
send rain, the former and the latter”. The authors of the
Bible often referred to a harvest cycle that included these
two types of rain. The former, or early, rain ended the
dryness of summer and brought a small harvest of things like
nuts and tree fruits to sustain the people until the larger
harvest later on. These rains also softened the ground, preparing it for sowing seeds of the greater harvest. The
latter, or late, rains were heavier and provided the critical soaking needed for a more substantial crop.

On the Day of Pentecost Peter quoted the prophet Joel to explain what was happening:” ‘And it shall come to
pass in the last days, says God, that | will pour out of My Spirit on all flesh; your sons and your daughters shall
prophesy, your young men shall see visions, your old men shall dream dreams.”” (Ac. 2:16-17). This was an early
outpouring of the Holy Spirit that yielded some “first fruits’ to sustain us but they were not the whole return
(2Thes. 2:13; Jm. 1:18).

| believe there is a latter rain of the Spirit that will complete the fulfillment of Joel’s prophecy and bring about
an even greater harvest than what the first outpouring of the Holy Spirit initiated on the Day of Pentecost. As
Joel prophesied: “Be glad, O children of Zion, and rejoice in the Lord your God, for he has given the early rain for
your vindication; he has poured down for you abundant rain, the early and the latter rain, as before. (Joel
2:23)”. All the good things that Joel prophesied have not fully come to pass yet. They will come with a final
outpouring of the Spirit before Christ returns, giving life to the seeds sown so they will be ready to be brought
in to the storehouse of heaven.

This has encouraged me to keep praying for a spiritual downpour in these last days that will bring about a
greater return than anything the world has seen. To remind and inspire me to pray for this | have a photo of a
great rain cloud pouring out on the land (see photo) as a screen saver. It is becoming more and more obvious
to many of us that Canada needs such an outpouring and that is what the FMCIC is praying for. We are seeing
some encouraging signs that another worldwide, great awakening may be near. Let us keep praying to the
Lord of the harvest for such an outpouring: “Therefore, be patient, brethren, until the coming of the Lord.

See how the farmer waits for the precious fruit of the earth, waiting patiently for it until it receives the early

and latter rain.” (Jm.5:7 NKJV)
